1. Introduction

Nischai Academy for Judicial Services (NAJS) conducts an Entrance Examination for selection of candidates for its
free coaching programme aimed at preparing aspiring candidates for Judicial Services and other competitive legal
examinations. The selection process is designed to evaluate the candidate’s knowledge of law, analytical ability,
writing skills and overall aptitude for judicial service.

2. Admission Schedule

3. Eligibility
1. The candidate must possess an Law (LL.B.) Degree with at least 50% marks from a recognized University.

2. The candidate must have a minimum of two years’ experience of practice at the Bar or relevant legal
experience, in accordance with the directions issued by the Supreme Court of India.

3. The candidate shall apply online through the official website: www.desgpc.org.
4. The candidate must appear in the Entrance Examination, English Essay Test and Interview.

5. Admission shall be granted strictly on the basis of merit.

4. Scheme of Examination

The Entrance Examination shall consist of the following three components:
 Paper | — Sikh Religion (Objective Test)

* Paper Il — Law Subjects, General Knowledge and Current Affairs (Objective Test)

e Paper lll — English Essay Writing (Descriptive Test)

5. Duration of Examination

The examination shall be conducted in two sittings:

First Sitting — Objective Examination

 Paper | — Sikh Religion: 20 Multiple Choice Questions (30 minutes)

 Paper Il — Law Subjects, General Knowledge and Current Affairs: 125 MCQs (2 hours)
Total duration of objective examination: 2 hours 30 minutes.

A short break shall be provided after completion of the objective test.

Second Sitting — English Essay Test

e Duration: 1 hour

¢ Candidates shall write one essay of approximately 1000 words on a given topic.

Total Examination Time: 3 hours 30 minutes.

Maximum Marks: 500

8. Paper III - English Essay Writing
Duration: 1 hour
Maximum Marks: 20

Candidates shall write one essay of approximately 1000 words on any of the topics provided.

9. Preparation of Final Merit

Final merit shall be prepared on the basis of the following weightage:
* 75% weightage — Law, General Knowledge and Current Affairs

* 10% weightage — English Essay Test

¢ 15% weightage — Interview

The final merit shall be calculated out of 100 marks.

10. General Instructions

1. Candidates shall mark their answers on the OMR sheet using blue or black pen only.
2. There shall be no negative marking in the objective examination.

3. Candidates must strictly follow the instructions issued by the examination authority.

4. The decision of the academy regarding selection and admission shall be final.
